Psalm 42:1 “As the hart panteth after the 

water brooks, so panteth my soul after thee, 

O God.” 

 When we are desperate to see or be around 
someone, we get to them by any means necessary.  
In the scripture noted above, David had an intense 
longing for God.  This verse compares the longing 
that a deer has for water after a long run to David’s 
longing to be in God’s presence.
